What the Anchorage Bar Association does for you
 
As a voluntary bar association, the Anchorage Bar Association strives to provide value to its membership. The Anchorage Bar 
Association continues to provide the social events you count on, but we also fill other unmet needs of the local community. 

SOCIAL EVENTS
The Anchorage Bar Association hosts numerous events throughout the year that are free or at a reduced rate for members.  These 
events include the St. Patrick’s Day party, after-work socials, and bench and bar receptions.  The Anchorage Bar also provides 
funding for special events, such as judicial robing and retirement receptions, a hospitality suite at the Bar Convention, and other 
occasions.

EDUCATIONAL FORUMS
The Anchorage Bar Association and the Alaska Bar Association co-sponsor programs of topical interest to the legal community in 
Anchorage from time to time. CLE credit may be available for those qualifying programs through the Alaska Bar.

FUNDING FOR COMMUNITY SERVICES
The Anchorage Bar Association performs important public services by funding various programs that positively impact the commu-
nity.  The Association provides grant funding and support for law-related activities, such as Alaska Legal Services and Anchorage 
Youth Court, and provides substance abuse treatment loans for its members.  The Anchorage Bar also annually provides a grant to 
Bean’s Café in memory of Anchorage attorneys who have passed away during the year.

FUNDING FOR YOUNG LAWYERS
In addition, the Anchorage Bar Association also fully funds its Young Lawyers Section.  The Young Lawyers Section provides 
numerous public service and public outreach functions, including: staffing the Landlord-Tenant Clinic at the Fairview Center, host-
ing a Holiday Party and clothing drive for the Covenant House, providing pro-bono legal services during FEMA mobilization, host-
ing receptions for new admittees to the Alaska Bar Association, hosting an annual job fair for law students and new attorneys, and 
organizing and funding the State Mock Trial Competition (a function normally provided by state bar associations).
